participation. Highly recommended for all Den Leaders. (1 % day,
overnight)

Cub Leader Specific * v

Training for Den Leaders & Cubmasters conduct successful
meetings, and Committee Members with the basic information
they need to support a Pack and conduct a successful Pack
program. (2 % hrs.)

Introduction to Outdoor Leader Skills (IOLS) % %

Outdoor training for Scoutmasters & Asst. Scoutmasters that
reviews and teaches the outdoor skills needed in conducting FUN
outdoor camping experiences for their units. (1 % day, overnight)

National Youth Leader Training (NYLT)
