Wood Badge creates a structured
opportunity to develop apply critical leadership skills. Leadership is a skill that is used everywhere,
daily.

Attending Wood Badge will make your Scouting job easier. Attendees gain an in-depth understanding
of the skills of leadership. The skills you learn will help you become a more effective leader in Scouting,
your career, your family, and your community life.

Outcomes

As the five-day practical portion of the program draws to a close, you will set some personal goals
(a.k.a. ticket) to practice your new knowledge and skills. (You will have 18 months to complete your
ticket)

\Who May Attend

o Be registered member of the Boy Scouts of America. (Youth 18 and older may attend as long as
the appropriate Youth Protection guidelines are followed).

e Have completed the basic training courses for your Scouting position.

e Be capable of functioning safely in an outdoor environment. All participants are required to
complete the Annual health and Medical Record form — Parts A, B, C (available at
www.scouting.org) and provide a copy of your current youth protection training certificate at
check-in.
